Dear US parents and students,

US student schedules are now available for viewing on NetClassroom.
A. When on NetClassroom, click on CLASSES, then SCHEDULE. On the left under VIEW, choose GRID. Make sure you are looking at 2011-12. You should check both semesters 1 & 3. If you don’t have your NetClassroom username and password, please call or email Mrs. DeRegis at aderegis@mph.net and she will give you the codes. We suggest that you enter this information in your cell phone as you will access NetClassroom throughout the year and your time at MPH.
There are several important course informational items you should be aware of:
1. Every student should take at least 5 academic subjects per semester. Seniors may use their STP as one academic course for one semester only.

2. A reminder that AP Science lab days are scheduled for G block, one day per course, and this year AP Calculus AB, has also added a lab day in G block.
3. Study halls will be appearing on the schedules mailed home late August.

B. If you would like to change or add courses, use the scheduling tool forms found on http://share.mph.net/default.aspx under the Academics tab, in Scheduling tools, to make your choices. The Course Availability Grid and Open Electives table will provide you the necessary course list info. We will be glad to make changes and additions to the schedules through August 25th. Preferably, please send an email to eappleby@mph.net with your requested changes or leave a voice message. If your schedule entails major difficulties or you need assistance in making choices, please call Mrs. Annie DeRegis to make an appointment with Mr. Hempel after August 9th. From August 5 – 15th, we will have an US summer staff person to assist you and answer your questions. After August 15th we welcome you to drop by the US office for scheduling assistance. Do not fear! We will get to all requests before August 25th! A paper copy of your schedule, along with other forms, will be sent home during the last week in August.
C. If you are new to the school and have not yet met with Mr. Hempel, you can use the available information to pre-formulate your schedule prior to meeting with Mr. Hempel. We may have placed required courses into your schedules but these may be moved. Please call to set up your appointment in August as soon as you are able.
