General for all US students:

1. (USB Flash drive) of 2 GB or more - We strongly encourage all kids to save their work to flash drives when creating PowerPoint presentations, using digital images, video projects of all kinds, or ANY OTHER technology related projects. This is a good practice to get into for backing up files and for being able to easily move among platforms and devices.

2. Calculator - Please note that all Math courses from Math 7 and beyond require a TI-84 calculator. The Ti-89 is recommended for students taking AP Calculus.
3. Planner, pens and pencils for all 9th graders. 


BY COURSE:
English Courses:
1. AP Lang

You will need a composition notebook dedicated for that class. 

2. AP Literature and Composition

You will need a notebook, (either spiral or 3-ring binder). If the notebook does not have a pocket, you'll need a separate folder with a pocket.
3. Comedy

You will need a notebook/journal (one place for both notes and informal writing) and either a folder or section of a binder in which to keep handouts.

4. Creative Writing

You will need some kind of journal, of any size, for taking notes and recording personal reflections and a folder with a pocket.
5. English 9 

Students will need a composition notebook dedicated for that class. 

6. English 10
You will need a notebook/journal (one place for both notes and informal writing) and either a folder or section of a binder in which to keep handouts.

7. English 11

You will a notebook, (either spiral or 3-ring binder). If the notebook does not have a pocket, you'll need a separate folder with a pocket.
Math Courses:

1. AB and BC Calc:
You will need a TI-89 calculator (recommended over a TI-84), a 3-ring binder, pencils and graph paper.

2. Functions

You will need a TI-84 graphing calculator, a 3-ring binder with notebook paper and graph paper with a compartment for their calculator, and pencils.
2. Math II AC
You will need a notebook (either spiral or 3-ring binder), 3-2 pocket folders with tabs, protractor, compass, colored pencils, graph paper, and a TI-84 calculator.
3. Math II CP

You will need a TI-84 graphing calculator, a 3-ring binder with notebook paper and graph paper and one package of 3x5 note cards.
4. Math III AC

You will need a TI-84 graphing calculator, and a 3-ring binder with a compartment for your calculator and pencils. Binder should have notebook paper and graph paper.
3. Math IV

You will need a TI-84 calculator, a 3-ring binder, pencils and graph paper.
4. Pre-calculus
You will need graph paper, notebook paper and a TI-84 calculator.
5. Statistics
You will need a TI-84 calculator, a 3-ring binder, pencils and graph paper.
Science Courses:

1. AP Biology

You will need a 2” 3-ring binder, a notebook paper or a spiral notebook for class notes and lab goggles.
Optional: colored pencils – an 8 pack is sufficient.
2. Biology

You will need a small box of colored pencils with at least 8 colors, a 2” 3-ring binder, 11 tab dividers, 1 subject spiral bound notebook or loose leaf notebook paper for notes, a composition notebook and lab goggles. 

3. AP Physics & Physics
You will need a 3-ring binder (does not need to be exclusive to physics, i.e. a math/physics/
history binder is fine), a 3-hole punched note paper, a 3-hole punched graph paper (any grid size), safety goggles, a metric ruler, a protractor, colored pencils (for graphs), and a scientific calculator.
4. Genetics
You will need a 1" 3-ring binder, with notebook paper or spiral notebook for class notes, and a composition notebook.
