· SAT II’s are 1 hour long and are content based 
· Students/families register and pay for the test themselves @ www.Collegeboard.com
· MPH CEEB Code is 333025

· MPH is not a Test Center, but area high schools are

· Test Scores are captured in a student’s College Board account for later disclosure

· Many, but not all colleges allow students to mask SAT scores in admission process

· Many colleges do not require SAT II scores

· Several highly selective colleges require 2 Subject Tests

· All students should prepare

· Take practice tests
· Pacing and practice are critical to success

Specific Information on the Math 1 and Math 2 SAT II tests

· Students thinking of majoring in math, science, engineering, architecture should take a Math SAT II

· Neither the Math 1 nor the Math 2 is based on a particular year of math curriculum.
· Students will always find new material and “rusty” material.

· Your MPH math teacher is available to help guide your decision and choice of test

Take the Math Level I exam:

· In June of the year you finish Math III AC,

· if your teacher recommends Pre-Calc for the next year
OR

· In June of the year you finish Math IV CP or Functions
OR

· In June of the year you finish Pre-Calc

· Taking Pre-calculus before taking Level I is a double edged sword
· Pre-calc covers a lot of the algebra topics for a second and more in depth look
· Delaying a year also puts geometry another year out. 
Take the Math Level II exam:


· In June of the year you finish Pre-Calculus if you are a Junior
OR
· In June of the year you finish AP Calculus AB if you are a Junior
· Calculus can help with some problems

OR

· In June of the year you finish AP Physics

· AP Physics is useful as one of the topics is vectors.
