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· SAT II’s are 1 hour long, and are more content based than the SAT I Reasoning Test

· Most colleges/universities do not require SAT II’s

· Highly selective colleges/universities (30% acceptance rate or lower) typically require two SAT II’s

· Check the website of several schools you are interested in for requirements
· Check with an MPH college counselor

· Students thinking of majoring in science, engineering, or physics should take a Science SAT II if applying to a college/university that requires SAT II’s.
· Students who do not have a major in mind, can still choose to take a Science SAT II if applying to a college/university that requires SAT II’s

· Since the test covers a range of material, all students should prepare.
· Take practice tests

· Review with your MPH science teacher

· Pacing and practice are critical to success
· Your MPH science teacher is available to help guide your choice

· Typically students wait until after taking the AP class to take the SAT II in the discipline, except in Physics
· Register at www.collegeboard.com.  MPH’s CEEB code is 333025
Take the Biology SAT II:
· In June of the year you finish AP Biology (unless it is Senior year)
OR

· In June of the year you finish Biology if recommended by your Biology teacher

Take the Chemistry SAT II exam:

· In June of the year you finish AP Chemistry (unless it is Senior year)
OR

· In June of the year you finish Chemistry if recommended by your Chemistry teacher
· Several topics on exam are not covered in Chemistry, but are in AP Chemistry

· Must prep for test beyond what is covered in class

Take the Physics SAT II exam:
· In June of the year you finish Physics, if recommended by your teacher
· Several topics on exam not covered in Physics or AP Physics

· Significant prep time required to fill in gaps

· Waiting until you finish AP Physics (which focuses on Mechanics) brings no advantage
