“Junior” STP Committee Presentations
· Presenting group includes: faculty and community members, two juniors, and two sophomores potentially interested in being included in the project this year and/or furthering the project in the future
· A scribe should be identified to take notes for presenter while they moderate the conversation

· Most proposals are in skeletal form and need the collective brainstorming of the panel to become full-fledged STPs.  Try to facilitate the discussion in a way that ensure that the final product meets most, or preferably all, the following criteria:

1. The project has personal meaning to the student.

2. The project has lasting continuity and is not relegated to one weekend, week, or month.

3. The project presents challenges and opportunities for new learning for the student.

4. The final product(s) coming out the project are clearly defined and have a definite timeline.

Senior Thesis Presentation Guidelines/Format

I. Student Presentation (7 minutes)

· Pass out project proposal and list of project steps

· Describe project idea and necessary steps to completion

· Explain how the project gives something back to community

· Describe how the project will be academically challenging for you

· Discuss the research ideas you have for your project

II. Panel Questions/Student Response (5 minutes)

III. Panel Discussion (7 minutes)

· Does the student seem excited about and committed to their project idea?  

· Is the idea big enough and challenging enough to be an STP?

· Is the idea realistic?

· Should the project be expanded/adjusted in any way?

· Are there steps that need to be added to the student’s timeline?

· What ideas do you have about research the student could do related to their project?

· Other comments?

IV. Next Steps (5 minutes)

· The panel will discuss whether the student has a feasible and challenging enough STP proposal and whether he/she should move ahead with the project.  If the panel decides the student’s proposal is not ready, the group will identify specific areas of revision to gain approval.
