Trip Guidelines and Information

Chaperones:  Will O’Malley, Ted Curtis, Elizabeth Appleby, Silviana Medina-Dooher, Michele Koziara, and Cherie Bisnett.
Dress Code: Neat blue jeans and sneakers are permitted, but as with school, no torn or ripped clothing. Students need to present a clean, neat appearance.  Bring rain gear just in case and comfortable walking shoes – we walk a lot on this trip. Students must be prepared for cold or inclement weather. In particular, the ferry can get quite cool.

Conduct: The MPH Code of Student Conduct in the handbook, which also appears on trip permission slips, will be strictly enforced. A major rule infraction in the hotel room means all occupants are considered guilty.

Students will be sent home for rule infractions.  There is no warning and no first offense.  Travel home is at the student’s or parent’s expense.

Students are not allowed to deviate from the trip agenda; however, special guests may join our group if it is planned ahead of time.

Any damage charges to hotel rooms are the responsibility of those in the room.  Students are asked to remember a hotel is not a dormitory – when in the hallways, be quiet, be dressed, and be respectful of other guests.

Snacks on the bus and in hotel rooms are fine as long as food scraps and wrappers, soda cans, etc. are picked up. Rooms must be clean before they are left.

Portable video games/cell phones/I-Pods/MP3 players may be used on the bus and in the hotel, but not on any of the city activities.

Security: Our travel agent has hired a security guard to guard the hotel hallways for Wednesday evening from 11:30 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.

Out of Pocket Expenses: Students need to bring pocket money to pay for breakfast, lunch, dinner and assorted snacks. Although many activities are within walking distance, travel in the city by subway, bus or taxi should be paid by the student, as necessary. All event admissions are prepaid and will be billed to parents with tuition billing.
One last request:  Because we would always rather err on the side of too much safety, we are asking parents to please make sure we and your child know where you can be reached at all times.  In the event we are delayed in coming back, we will call the school and a room parent to get the word out as efficiently as possible.
